Garage and Shed Alarm

Motion Sensor, Remote Alarm
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Battery Installation ‘I
1. Remove the screw at the base of the

Motion Sensor and lift from the bottom of
the back plate as shown in the diagram.
2. Insert 4 "AA® alkatina batteries following
the diagram inside the battery
compartment.
3. Replace the Motion Sensor into the
back plate.
For maximum operaticnal efficiency of the alarm we suggest you only
use brand new alkafine battenies and avoid mixing new and old batteries.
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Wall Mounting @
1. Choose the desired location, remove the back plate.
2. Using the screws provided secure the plate to the i

wall (see diagram). )

3. Clip the unit on to the back plate ensuring that the
batteries are fitted correctly.

4, Secure the unit to the back plate by fastening the
screw on the bottom of the unit.
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Range of Detection:
The Motion Sensor has a 25 foot range, with approximate angles of
30 degrees vertical and 60 degrees hotizontal.
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Battery Installation

1. Locatse battery compartment on back side of the Remote Alarm.
Slide the cover off,

2. Insert three “AA” alkaline batteries inta battery compartiment
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replace the sliding cover.

Placement of Remote Alarm:
The Remcte Alarm can ba placed anywhere in the home within 50 feet
of the Motion Sensor unit.

Alarm Operation:
The Motion Sensor will automatically activate the Remote Alarm when

movement is detecied in the surveillance area. Only the Remote
Alarm will sound.

Wall Mounting:

Screw the supplied screw in wall at desired mounting location. Leave
head of screw 1/8” from touching wall. Slide hanging hole of Remcte
Alarm over screw head and push down.

Selectable Sound Options

Chime Position:
A chime sounds momentarily each time mation is detected.
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The $P252 has 3 user selectable Security Codes built in.

Alarm Positlon:
An alarm sounds continuously when motion is dstected.

Off Position:
No signal will sound when motion is delected.

Each SP252 is factory preset.

You may change the codes to prevent interaction when using more
than one pair of alarms. AT T
To change the faclary preset code on the Motion

Sensor unit:

1. Remave the Motion Sensor from tha back plate.

2. Locate programmable switch in the battery
comparimant (see diagram A).

3. Set the desired switch position.

4. Re-install Motion Sensor to back plate. [
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To change the factory preset code on the Remote Alarm unit:
1. Remove battery compartment cover on the back "’j
of the unit. B °

2. Locate programmable switch in the battery
compartment (see diagram B). e

3. Set the switch position to match the Motion Sensor. ¥

4, Replace battery compariment cover.

You have o selsct the same code settings (same numbars) on both
of the Motion Sensor and Remota Alans units in order to establish
communication between Motion Sensor and Remote Alarm units.

Optional AC Adapter

To prolong battery life the Motion Sensor and/or Remote Alarm may
be powered by optional AC adapter Model SP550. Each unit needs
it's own adapter. Connect the AC adapter to the jack on the eft side
of the Remots Alarm. Connect another AC adapter to the jack on top
of the Motion Senser before placing it into the back plate, Feed the
AC adapter cord through the notch in the bottom of the back plate as
the Motion Sensor is snapped into place.

When AC power is not available, the units will continue to operate
from the batteries. The units may be opsrated by the AC adaplers
only (no batteries installed) if battery back-up is not required,

Troubleshooting

Problem: The alarm does not sound.

Solution: Ensure that good battaries are installed correctly following
the diagram inside the battery compartment. Make sure
code switches match. (Ses Above.)

Problem: The red light on the bottom of the unit is on.

Saiution: This is the ‘Battery Low Indicator’. The old batteries should
be replaced with new batteries.

Care and Maintenance

To clean the unit housing use a soft cloth slightly dampened with
water and wipe dry. Do not use chemical agents as this may damage
and dissslor tho unll

Follow thesa pracautions when using batieries In this device:

1, \Use only the size and type of batieries specified.

2. Be sure to lollow the correct polarity whan installing the batteries as iniicated in the
battery compartmant. Reversed batterles may cause damage lo the device.

3. Do not mix diffsrant types of batterias togathar (e.g. Alkaline and Carben-zing) or old
batteries wilh trash ones,

4. If the devica is not to be used for a long period of lima, remove the batleries to
prevant damage o Injury irom possible battery isakaga.

5. Da not try to recharge batierlas nol intended to ba racharged; ihey can overneal
and rupiure.
