. Punch thru knockout and install the grommet at

the bottom of enclosure as shown (see figure A).

. Disconnect the ends of the three (3) ribbon

cables indicated at the modem location (label
cables to ensure they will be reconnected
correctly) (see figure A).

. Clean Snaptrack mounting surface and posi-

tion as shown (3/8” above bottom edge of
existing track with notched end downward).
Attach to inner metal panel with adhesive
backing, press firmly to ensure proper
adhesion (see figure B).

. Reconnect the three (3) ribbon cable ends to

their proper connectors (see figure C).

. Attach included Modem Jumper Cable to the con-

nector on the Modem PC Board (see figure C).

. Route the three (3) connected ribbon cables

and the Modem Jumper Cable under the Mo-
dem PC Board, and snap the Modem PC Board
into the Snaptrack as shown (see figure C).

. Connect the remaining end of the Modem Jumper

Cable onto the existing 4-pin female connector lo-
cated just below the bottom ribbon cable connector
on the Blue Box control card (see figure C).

. Connect a dedicated, analog phone line to

the modem phone jack. NOTE: The modem
will not work properly with a digital phone
line; ensure that a standard analog line is
provided (see figure C).

. Perform a Modem Check. NOTE: If you are

unfamiliar with navigating through the DTC
clock, and how to use the buttons, please
refer to the Basic Programming Guide.

10. Follow this path in the DTC Clock: USER
MENU > SETUP MENU > RESTRICTED
